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Restrictions:

· An adjudicator must excuse himself/herself from an adjudicating panel on any occasion when he/she has a member of his/her immediate family, or any member of the same household dancing in a particular heat of a competition. “Immediate Family” is defined as first cousin or above. 

· Two members of the same family may officiate on the same panel of adjudicators providing that the panel consists of no fewer than eleven (11) adjudicators.

· Members of the same family who are visiting guest adjudicators (eg. A demonstrating couple) may officiate on the same panel of adjudicators, providing the panel consists of no fewer than seven (7) adjudicators for a championship and five (5) adjudicators for a competition.

· No professional who is still competing shall be permitted to adjudicate Professional Competitions or Championships, except in the case where a world ranking professional couple may be visiting Canada from overseas and a special application has been made to CDF. Permission would not be granted however, if a world ranking Canadian couple were participating in the event. 
· Adjudicators, who are active professional competitors may judge categories restricted to amateurs, student/teacher or pro-am only. They may not judge professional events at any time.

· A professional competitor who wishes to adjudicate professional events must first make a written statement to CDF that he/she is ceasing to take part in professional competitions, stating the starting date of retirement, and that he/she will not come out of retirement without giving six (6) months notice to CDF.
· CDF registered professional competitors, who retire from competing may not judge professional events (excluding pro-am) for ninety (90) days following the date of retirement.

· Only professionals holding CDF adjudicating licenses or professionals invited from other countries and holding recognized International adjudicating licenses will be considered. Professionals invited from the United States need an NDCA adjudicating license per the CDF Agreement with NDCA.

· Adjudicators must be qualified and certified in the type and style of the competition they are engaged to adjudicate, only adjudicators holding a “PLUS” adjudicating license may adjudicate Championships. Only National Championship designated Adjudicators may adjudicate National Championships.
· To avoid conflict, adjudicators hired to adjudicate outside North America must clarify the event’s eligibility with the CDF Registrar prior to acceptance.

Judging Evaluation:


In events where only one couple is entered, the following are offered as guidelines: 

· The Adjudicator may judge the couple against an accepted standard and the couple’s placement be determined by majority opinion.

· Alternatively, the organizer may choose to allow the couple to dance without evaluation and automatically award the couple First Place.

Check with the Chairman which system is to be used.
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Judging Evaluation Continued:
· In all CDF recognized events, the skating system of score evaluation shall be used. Solo categories, team matches and formation teams may be judged on a cumulative point system.
· If the visual marking system is used, the marks should be displayed following the last dance of the final.

· In Pro-Am single and multi-dance competitions, only the student is judged. In Pro-Am Scholarship and Championship events, the couple is judged.

· Each adjudicator shall mark and sign a score sheet for each dance adjudicated. The organizer shall appoint a steward or runner, who is responsible for collecting the adjudicators score cards and delivering them to the scrutineer.
· A minimum of fifty (50) percent of couples must be called back from each round. The maximum number of couples in a final is seven (7) except in Pro-Am events where the maximum number of couples on the floor at any one time is eight (8), whether in one (1) final or a combination of levels and/or age groups.
· Once a final round commences, if it becomes necessary for a couple to withdraw from the competition (due to injury or illness), or takes the floor late, dancing less than one (1) minute, that couple will be awarded last place for any dances in which they did not dance.

· If a couple withdraws from a competition or championship after any round and before the commencement of the next round, then the Chairman may, at his/her discretion, replace this couple with the next eligible couple.
NOTE: 
When an event is judged over a specified number of dances, any couple who does not 


compete in every dance, shall not be eligible for selection in subsequent rounds.
· In a “Ten-Dance” Championship or competition each dance shall be a separate competition. The skating system of scrutineering shall be applied to all ten dances together to determine the placements. The number of call-backs from the semi-final (and quarter-final, if necessary) shall be used to determine placements for couples not making the finals. In the event that a Ten-Dance result is determined as part of separate events where some couples are not doing all ten dances, the couples doing only one style shall be removed from the final placement in each style and the placements for the Ten-Dance couples shall be determined with respect to each other.

· Adjudicators may be permitted to be seated during Pro-Am competitions.

· Only the Chairman of Adjudicators and scrutineer(s) shall have access to the marks until the end of the competition.

· Master Scrutineer sheets, or copies, shall be posted in a conveniently accessible area for public inspection only after they have been certified correct by the Scrutineer and Chairman of Adjudicators and after the results announced and prizes awarded. Copies of Professional Championship results should be submitted to the CDF Competition Registrar. 
· CDF registered adjudicators should not judge any competition not recognized by CDF, Professional or Amateur, before checking with CDF. Closed or in-house events are excepted.

· Professionals who take up residence in Canada and hold an International Adjudicator’s license may be granted special clearance to judge a CDF recognized event. Such clearance shall be limited to a maximum of one year and then be subject to review by CDF. See “Adjudicator Classification”.
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Adjudicators’ Conduct:
It is required that any adjudicator engaged to officiate shall, upon arrival at the venue:     
1. Report his/her presence to the Organizer and Chairman of Adjudicators.
2. Ascertain the timetable of competitions and his/her schedule.

3. Be available fifteen (15) minutes before time scheduled.
· The Adjudicator is employed by the Organizer for his/her qualifications and his/her competence. He/She must be present fifteen (15) minutes prior to Organizer’s requested time and report immediately to the Chairman of Adjudicators.
· The Adjudicator will direct all pertinent questions as to the running of the competition to the Chairman of Adjudicators.
· Adjudicators shall stand or be seated apart from one another whilst judging and at such locations on, or on the perimeter, of the floor, that they do not interfere with the competitors. The judge must be visible to the chairperson at all times. He/she must not stand in the audience, away from the floor.
· Adjudicators must not compare notes and must adjudicate independently.
· Adjudicators may move about freely in order to see all the couples.
· Adjudicators are required to remain on the floor until the end of the music and released by the MC.
· Adjudicators shall mark and sign their score cards in ink, including their code letter or number, and shall initial each and every alteration. Adjudicators must mark and not tie any couples. 

· If the judge must leave the floor or table, for whatever reason, he/ she must inform the Chairperson.
· While on the competition premises, Adjudicators shall conduct themselves with Professional decorum, including refraining from consuming alcohol during a judging session and turning off cellphones.
· Adjudicators shall not converse with spectators, competitors or coaches concerning a competitor’s performance until after the event. Unnecessary conversations by the judges should not occur during the period that the judge is engaged in adjudicating duties.
· If Adjudicators and competitors mutually consent to discuss markings and results after the conclusion of the event, they should do so in a civil, ethical and professional manner. Any breaches of professional conduct should be immediately reported to the CDF observer.
· The Adjudicator’s discretion will always be expected when conversing with other adjudicators or other persons during a competition or after it.
· Adjudicators are not allowed to give private coaching lessons to participating competitors the day of an event. 
· The Adjudicator must remember that he/she is employed by the Organizer to fill a professional function and that he/she should not, at any time, impose his/her escort or guest onto the Organizer. If he/she intends to come with a guest he/she should request permission of the Organizer. It is possible that a specific table has been assigned for Adjudicators only and that another table has been prepared for guests and escorts.
· When the Organizer allows expenses for the meals of the Adjudicators or Officials, it does not include escorts unless specified by the Organizer.
· All Adjudicators shall be appropriately attired for the time of day - ie: Morning and afternoon in business attire, evening in formal attire, or adhere to the dress code required by the organizer.

· For an official championship, dress code must be formal attire.

· The Chairperson has the authority to enforce these rules.
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NOTE:

Adjudicators and Scrutineers, who are members of CDF must not officiate at any championship or competition not Recognized by CDF or, in the USA, the NDCA.

Anyone unsure should check with CDF before taking part.

Exceptions are as follows:

· Adjudicators holding IDSF Licenses who are asked to officiate at an IDSF event in a foreign country.
NOTE:

Penalties for infractions of rules: see Code of Ethics document
The Invigilator:

The Invigilator shall be responsible for:

· Observing syllabus competitions to verify all competitors are adhering to the correct level, including precedes and follows.

· Communicating infractions to the Chairman, who will inform the Scrutineer, if necessary, and the couple (also the coach if the couple is under sixteen). The Chairman may allow the Invigilator to inform the couple.
Lifts:

· Lifts are allowed in the theatrical, showdance and exhibition/cabaret dance categories.   

· A lift is any movement during which one of the dancers has both feet off the floor at the same time, with the assistance or support of their partner, for more than two beats of music.

· Couples may not use lifts in competitions other than those listed. 

· Couples who violate this rule may be disqualified after one warning, or may be dropped to last place in the final, at the discretion of the Chairman of Adjudicators.
