RECOGNITION RULES 

1. The Organizer/s agree to use only the Officials listed on page 3 of this form after they have been approved by CDF for recognition.   

2. Upon receipt of CDF recognition acknowledgement, the Organizer/s of the event agree to the following:

a. The words « Recognized by CDF » must be published in the competition program.

b. A CDF Observer, appointed by CDF, must be present at each recognised event.  If the CDF Observer is not already an official at the event, he or she is to be provided two complimentary door tickets to the competition.  The CDF appointed Observer’s name must be published under the section, Officials, of the competition program.  The CDF Observer's name must also be announced when announcing the names of officials during the competition.

c. All competition information materials and event programs must publish the following liability disclaimer:

“No responsibility for loss or theft of articles left in changing rooms or ballrooms can be accepted by the Organizer/s or by Canadian DanceSport Federation (CDF).  Neither can they be held liable for injury sustained by persons participating in or attending this event, however caused.  Every one attending does so at his or her own risk.”

d. CDF will not be responsible for any financial liability incurred at a CDF recognised event.

e. If there is any change to any of the following, the recognition granted is void until the change is communicated to the CDF Competition Recognition Registrar and the recognition is re-approved by CDF.

i. Chair of Adjudicators – must have qualifications recognized by CDF;

ii. Adjudicators – must have qualifications recognized by CDF;

iii. Scrutineers – must have qualifications recognized by CDF;

iv. Inclusion of competition events not previously mentioned in original recognition form.


Invigilators must have qualifications recognized by CDF.


Officials' remuneration will be based on the Professional Fees Schedule on page 5.

f. The Organizer/s must provide the CDF Competition Recognition Registrar with the list of professional competitors and their CDF membership numbers at least 1 week before the competition.  In addition, all competition entry forms must include a space for an amateur or professional registration number.   All competitors must be registered with a CDF or CADA recognized registering body.  All Canadian competitors must be registered.  Amateurs with a provincial member body of CADA and professionals with CDF.  Competitors from other countries must be registered with an organization recognized by CDF and CADA. 

g. If the Organizer/s is an official amateur organization and the competition events include pro-am events, a Professional Advisor Official must be appointed.  The appointment must be approved by CDF and communicated via the CDF Competition Recognition Registrar who will advise the Professional Advisor Official of his or her duties.  The amateur organizer/s will be required to provide one complimentary door ticket to the Professional Advisor Official.  

h. For competitions organized by non-professionals, only applications from a CDF recognised not-for-profit amateur organization will be considered.

3. For all events featuring Professional Competitors, the Organizer/s agree to abide by the CDF Rules and Regulations.
4. If non-regulation competitions, for example studio or closed competitions, are held in addition to regular events, the Organizer/s agree:

· to run the events of such competition in a separate time slot from the regular competition,

· to end the events of such competition prior to the start of the regular competition events or vice versa, and

· to list such events and its associated officials separate from the regular competition program. 

The rationale for the above is that these events are not part of the CDF recognition.

5. If the Organizer/s has been contacted by a professional for apprentice judging, the Organizer/s must inform the professional involved to contact the CDF Examination Coordinator to make further arrangement and for approval by CDF.

6. Failure to comply with the above rules may result in future competition recognition not be granted or the currently granted recognition be withdrawn by CDF.

7. CDF reserves the right to refuse recognition and explanation is not required to be provided.

	MORNING AFTERNOON

& EVENING SESSIONS
	    For judging more than one session the fees shall be as follows:

      Morning  $75.00    Afternoon  $100.00    Evening  $125.00

    Morning: before 12:00 noon to a maximum of three hours. 

Afternoon: 12:00 noon – 6:00 pm to a maximum of five hours.

Evening: 6:00 pm – 12:00 midnight to a maximum of six hours. 

When an event is timed between two sessions (eg. 3:00pm - 9:00pm),  the minimum payment fee of $150.00 shall apply and where session times are exceeded an additional rate of $25.00 per hour is payable.

	CHAIRMAN

OF JUDGES
	The Chairman of Judges must be a Qualified Scrutineer and hold a “A Class ” qualification in the styles to be Adjudicated.  The Chairman shall be paid an extra $50.00 “per session” above the Judges fees unless there is a separate Competition Coordinator in which case the fee is just $50.00 above the daily Adjudicator rate. 

For larger events the Chairman of a panel must be “non-voting” unless a Competition Coordinator is employed by the Organizer/s.  

	SCRUTINEERS
	CDF Registered Scrutineers shall be paid as per Adjudicators or at a rate agreeable to the scrutineers, plus any incurred expenses.

	EXPENSES 

FOR 

JUDGES

& OFFICIALS
	Meals:  It is the responsibility of the Organizer/s to provide or compensate for:  

1 meal for 2 consecutive sessions and 2 meals for 3 consecutive sessions. 

Travel: judges to be reimbursed for mileage at 30cents per km for any one-way travel distance that is greater than 50km.

Travel: Travel Expenses, Hotel Accomodation and Parking for out of town Adjudicators is the Organizer/s’s responsibility. 

	ADDITIONAL CONTRACT INFORMATION FOR ORGANIZERS
	For full day events where minimum panels of three judges are used, the Organizer/s is required to employ two separate panels.  Organizer/s wishing to expand their panel above the minimum requirement by using extra adjudicators may reach a payment agreement with each such person individually.

For Multi-Day Events where Adjudicators and Officials are required to work all sessions, the full daily rate of $300.00 shall apply. If however attendance at all sessions is not required, the Organizer/s may choose to negotiate a reduced daily rate, mutually agreed with the all Adjudicators and Officials prior to the event. 

In all cases the fees and expenses to be paid to the Adjudicators and Officials by the Organizer/s shall be clearly stated in the Employment Contract, which must be signed by all parties prior to the Event.

(1) Fee of $200 for Professional Advisor (pro-am entries of less than 500)

(2) Fee of $500 for Professional Advisor (pro-am entries of 500 and more)
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
